	From	Nudity	to	Guns	

	

Did	 you	 know	 the	 SPCA	 in	 South	 Africa
actually	 predates	 the	 formation	 of
South	 Africa’s	 first	 government	 in
1910?	 And	 even	 long	 before	 Johannes
found	 his	 gold	 in	 1884,	 the	 SPCA	 was
already	debating	the	ethics	of	animal	use
since	1872,	with	the	establishment	of	 the
National	Council	 in	1956.	Woven	 into	 the
very	fabric	of	South	African	society,	the

NSPCA	 movement	 is	 a	 tapestry	 of
countless	stories,	most	now	lost	to	time’s
relentless	tide.	Laid	to	rest	beneath	a	thick
layer	 of	 dust	 (and	 dog	 hair)	 in	 our
cramped	archive,	some	stories	refused	to
die.	 Rescued	 from	 near	 oblivion,	 these
fragments	of	history	pulse	with	life,	fueling
our	 century	 long	 fight	 for	 the	 country’s
voiceless	animals.

	

	

The	Family	Dog	Our	Fleet
Was	Named	After

	

Published	 in	 the	 NSPCA’s	 1993
newsletter,	 the	 story	 of	 the	 six-
fleet	 TUBS	 Rescue	 Unit	 traces
back	 to	 a	 beloved	 pointer	 pup
named	 Tubs.	 Long	 before	 the
story	 made	 print,	 a	 beloved	 pet
named	Tubs	was	abandoned	by	a
trusted	friend	of	his	family	in	a	veld
near	 Henley-on-Klip,	 Gauteng	 -	 a
heartbreak	 they	 never	 forgot.
Years	 later,	 the	 daughter,	 still
marked	 by	 that	 loss,	 donated
funds	 for	 six	 rescue	 vehicles
bearing	 the	name	 “TUBS	Rescue
Unit”.	Their	first	rescue?	Sally	and
her	 puppies,	 cruelly	 dumped	 in
Viljoensdrif	(pictured).

	

	

	

Nudity	for	the	NSPCA

Do	you	remember	when	glossy	women’s	magazines	occasionally	featured	celebrities
stripped	 bare	 -	 not	 for	 scandal,	 but	 for	 a	 cause?	 In	 2007,	Marie	Claire	 launched	 its
annual	Naked	 Issue,	where	South	African	celebrities	posed	nude	 to	 raise	awareness
for	important	causes.	In	2011,	the	NSPCA	was	honoured	as	the	beneficiary.	Released
on	16	February,	 the	 issue	 showcased	27	 celebrities	 -	 bold,	 vulnerable,	 and	 certainly

published	Animals	in	Focus.	Though	it	ran
just	26	issues	before	closing	in	2005	due
to	 financial	 constraints,	 the	 magazine
captured	the	heart	of	our	movement.	With
era-specific	 design,	 whimsical	 artwork,
and	 candid	 film	 photos	 documenting	 the
80s	 hair	 pandemic,	 these	 pages	 tell	 the
stories	that	shaped	who	we	are.
